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Motorcycle (or RV) ltinerary
A loop tour from Missoula International Airport (MSQO)

Day 1: Missoula to Bigfork

After arriving into the Missoula International Airport, pick up your rental motorcycles at Montana Harley-Davidson
Buell Ducati in Missoula. (1.8 miles from the airport). Begin your Montana adventure by riding north on Highway
93.

At Ravalli, take Highway 200 to Highway 212 (near Dixon) to visit The National Bison Range. Established in 1909
and stocked with descendants of bison rescured from extinction by the Pend d'Oreille people. The range
protects one of the most important remaining herds of American bison. About 300 to 500 of these great shaggy
animals roam 18,500 acres of grassland and timber. The range is also home to whitetail and mule deer, elk,
bighorn sheep, pronghoms, and at least 200 species of birds. A visitors' center, auto tour (dirt roads) , and
picnic area are available. Continue on Highway 212 toward Ninepipes where you return to Highway 93 and the
magnificent Mission Mountain range.

Check out The Ninepipes Museum, next to the scenic Ninepipe National Wildlife Refuge (a 2000+ acre scenic
refuge for native birds). The museum has a collection of early photos, artifacts and antiques that represent more
than a century of life in the Flathead Valley and the Reservation.

The Peoples Center, one mile north of Pablo on Highway 93, is the place to experience the rich cultural heritage
of the Salish, Pend d'Oreille and Kootenai tribes. The center features an exhibit gallery, educational programs
and Native Ed-Venture interpretive tours focusing on Native American heritage, natural history and cultural
interpretation.

As you drop into the town of Polson you will capture another breathtaking view -- your first glimpse of the
majestic Flathead Lake, the largest natural, freshwater lake west of the Mississippl. (Polson is 78 miles from
Missoula via the National Bison Range).

Visit the the Miracle of America Museum in Polson, for an amazing collection of vintage motorcycles, including a
1917 Harley Motorcycle Racer and a 1941Indian 4 Cylinder Motorcycle!

Head up the east side of Flathead Lake (Highway 35) for some spectacular riding and breathtaking scenery.
Cherry orchards line the route. In the later summer, be sure to stop off at one of the cherry stands and enjoy
some fresh Flathead cherries.

Ovemight in Bigfork. (Bigfork is 35 miles from Polson).

Alternate Route: Missoula to Bigfork via the Seeley/Swan Valley (Highway 83). Thick pine forests, charming small
towns, and mountain lakes are scattered throughout the ride, providing excellent places to stop and take in the
scenery. On the east side of the road, you will see the jagged peaks of the Bob Marshall Wildermess. On the
west side, you will see the eastern slope of the beautiful Mission Mountain range. (154 miles)

Day 2: Glacier National Park
Bigfork (via Hwy. 35 & Hwy. 206) to West Glacier (39 miles from Bigfork), is a beautiful ride on a bike.

At West Glacier you begin the amazing journey over The Going to the Sun Highway in Glacier National Park, an
engineering wonder. If you see nothing else in the state of Montana, the road carved through Glacier National
Park is the most spectacular. On a bike, with incredible views of glacial carved valleys, jagged peaks, and
pristine wilderness, you'll see the best of the best on this stunning 52 mile tour.

The Going to the Sun Highway is the only road through spectacular Glacier National Park. Designated as a
National Historic Landmark in 1997, the road is as beautiful as it is challenging. Small shoulders, sharp tumns and
dramatic climbs to Logan Pass (6,646 feet) make this a route for experienced riders.

Optional Add-on: From Glacier Park drive north across the Canadian border (passport required) to visit the
Waterton-Glacier International Peace Park. Established in 1932, it was the first international Peace Park, to
commemorate the bonds of peace and friendship between the US and Canada. The conjoined park is a United
Nations World Heritage Site. Check out the beautiful Prince of Wales Hotel, a rustic grand hotel built in 1927 (43
miles from St. Mary).

From St. Mary travel south on Highway 89, Take the cut-off Kiowa-East Glacier for some fabulous views and
then travel west on Highway 2 to East Glacier Park (30 miles from St. Mary). Or you may choose to ride to East
Glacier via Browning, the largest community on the Blackfeet Indian Reservation. Browning attractions include;
Museum of the Plains Indian, Blackfeet Heritage Center and the Lodgepole Gallery & Tipi Village.

Check out the historic Glacier Park Lodge in East Glacier, built by the in 1912
