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Established in 1998 to discover and memorialize the history and culture of the Flathead Indian

Reservation and early Montana. Long-term exhibits include weaponry (clubs, bows and arrows, guns),
spurs and saddlery, a 'grizzly set', a vast collection of Native American beadwork, life-size dioramas of
wild animals and of an Indian camp. An old cabin, and wagons and buggies dot the museum grounds.

Ninepipes Museum of Early Montana is located near the Ninepipes Bird Refuge and the National Bison
Range, six miles south of Ronan on US Highway 93, halfway between Missoula and Kalispell.

Cutbank:

Offers educational, interactive and interesting exhibits on homesteading, Lewis & Clark, the artist John
Clark, community businesses, oil, and Cut Bank 1898 through the 1960s. This 14-acre site includes two
museum exhibit buildings, an oil worker’s house, oil derrick, 1917 schoolhouse, 1980s caboose, and -
our most recent addition - a replica homestead house and farm interpreted by living history. Weekend
costumed interpreters portraying circa 1915 characters from Glacier County history talk about
themselves and demonstrate the daily lives of the time period as homesteaders on the plains of northern
central Montana.

Darby:

Originally the museum building was one of the first hand-hewn homestead cabins built in the area. It
was crafted by early settler Evelin Matteson in 1886 on his homestead near the mouth of Tin Cup Creek.
In 1958 an interested citizen purchased the building and paid to have it moved to its present location,
adjacent to the city park on US Highway 93. It became a museum depository for the extensive
collection of both home and business artifacts saved by the many pioneer families in the area.

Eureka:

Tucked away in Montana's forested northwest corner, along the Tobacco River, is a unique collection of
buildings and various structures from the 1880s to 1920s. The collection includes a school, church, log
cabin, general store, fire tower and railroad depot. Each building is furnished with artifacts common to
its era.

The former Ravalli County Courthouse, built by A.J Gibson in 1900, served as the Ravalli County
Courthouse until 1979 when it was saved from the wreckers ball by a vote of the people. It now houses
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what is considered by many to be the finest little museum in the northwest. Permanent collections
include a native American collection, Ricketts Museum commemorating the development of the Rocky
Mountain Laboratory, an antique kitchen, miner/trapper room, a veteran's display, Ernst Peterson photo
exhibits, extensive archives, Victorian rooms and Lewis and Clark room. Also rotating exhibits in the
former courtroom.

In 1868, at the age of 18, Charles Conrad left his boyhood home in Virginia and traveled to Fort Benton
in the Montana Territory. There he built a trading and freighting empire on the Missouri River that
operated for more than 20 years. Conrad lived through the Civil War and the settling of the West, and left
an indelible mark on Montana. He founded the city of Kalispell in 1891, and four years later built this
historic home. This Norman-style mansion is an example of luxurious 19th century living, from its
exquisitely landscaped gardens to its collection of original furniture, toys and clothing. The 26 rooms are
originally furnished, and have been completely restored to include tiffany style windows, bedrooms with
canopied four-poster beds, bathrooms with imported-marble lavatories, and eight fireplaces. It has been
placed on the National Register of Historic Places and has operated as a museum since 1976. The
18,000 square foot, Norman-style mansion is perhaps the most authentic example of the luxurious turn
of the century architecture and living style in the Pacific Northwest. The museum is surrounded by 3
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
